You Need a Pollinator Project sponsored by your local Pheasants Forever or Quail Forever Chapter!

Pollinator projects are a great way to enhance your students learning about the ecosystem. You don’t have to do it on your own. Your local Pheasants/Quail Forever chapter will partner with you to make this engaging project a reality in your classroom. 

Here’s what a pollinator project can do: 

• Provide a learning area for students where they seed the ground and establish ownership in its beauty

• Enable learning about natural seeds and the process of germination to keep the habitat progressing

• Discover how plants reproduce and the diversity of plants found in our natural environment

• Get outdoors and breath the fresh air while getting your hands in the dirt; it’s an opportunity that includes FOSS Curriculum instruction supplemented by Pheasants Forever curriculum objectives

• Allow your students an environment to learn about the ecosystem, habitat, and biome … whether on your school grounds, a local park, or another location 

• Fosters a chance to use the pollinator site to study curriculum based subjects that cover collecting biodiversity data and conducting analyses

• Expand your understanding of insect pollinators

• Recognize the vast way humans have impacted the ecosystem, for good and not so good

• Understand the flow of energy in the habitat and how important the producers, consumers, and decomposers are to the environment

• Establish a learning station for on-site interactions that allow all students, current and future, to delve into eco-science

• Meet curriculum objectives by using interactive methods in a field study environment to fulfill Life Science in Next Generation Science Standards

• Offer your students an outdoor venue see, learn, touch and be a part of nature’s best wonders

• Bring real-life applications of Science and Engineering practices to students, connecting them to how they can create, preserve, and learn about the biosphere

• Create a tangible space that may spark the interest and desire to continue the student’s education in fields of study of conservation, biology, or other related life sciences 

With a pollinator event/project your students will learn the “full circle” of Life Science and have fun doing it! In addition, you can introduce related subjects and topics as well, including Math (plot area, seed amounts, measurements, conversions, etc.), History (pre-settlement history of the site and the local ecosystem, history conservation programs, farming practices of the past, etc.), Art (draw and paint insects/plants in their natural habitats), and Writing.
